Informe que presenta el Comisionado Arturo Robles Rovalo respecto a su parficipacion en
representacion del Instituto Federal de Telecomunicaciones (IFT) en la 109 Reunidn del Grupo
de Trabajo sobre Gobernanza de la Inteligencia Artificial (AIGO) de la Organizacion para la
Cooperacion y el Desarrollo Econdmicos (OCDE), la Reunidn Plenaria de Otono de la Alianza
Global para la Inteligencia Artificial (GPAI) y la Digital Trust Convention, celebradas del 11 al
15 de noviembre de 2024.

El AIGO es un organo subsidiario del Comité de Politicas Digitales (DPC) responsable de
apoyar alos paises en la implementacion de politicas efectivas y transversales de inteligencia
artificial (IA); permitir la coordinacioén estratégica y la coherencia del trabajo sobre IA en foda
la OCDE; proporcionar experiencia técnica especifica en esta materia que sustente Ia
preparacion de productos de andlisis, informes y proyectos relacionados; y servir de enlace
con mudltiples partes interesadas, consolidando el liderazgo internacional de la OCDE en el
tema de politicas de IA y tecnologias emergentes'.

La GPAIl es una asociacion integrada en Inteligencia Artificial que relne a los paises miembros
de la OCDE y de la GPAI con el propdsito de promover una agenda para implementar la 1A
centrada en el ser humano, segura y confiable, conforme a los principios de la
Recomendacidén de la OCDE sobre I1A.?2 Desde 2024, la GPAI agrupa a una comunidad de
personas expertas, que redne a la Red de la OCDE de expertos en IA (ONE Al) y al Grupo de
Expertos de Multiples Partes Interesadas (MEG) de la GPAI, para apoyar e informar
colectivamente las actividades.

La Digital Trust Convention (DTC) es un foro que convoca a multiples partes interesadas para
explorar los requerimientos de un espacio digital resiliente, en el que la confianza y la

Ellunes 11 de noviembre se sostuvo una reunidn bilateral con la Jefa de la Unidad de Servicios
e Infraestructuras de Conectividad de la OCDE, con la finalidad de conocer el estatus de las
actividades desarrolladas por el Grupo de Trabagjo sobre Servicios e Infraestructuras de
Conectividad (CSI), con motivo de la designacion de quien suscribe el presente informe como
Vicepresidente del Burd del CSI para el ano 2025.

El martes 12 de noviembre, participé en la primera sesion de la Reunidn Plenaria de otono del
GPAI, en la cual se llevé a cabo la conformacion del Grupo Directivo de la GPAI para 2025,
en el que se resalta la designacion del Comisionado Presidente en Suplencia por Ausencia
del Instituto, Javier Judrez Mojica, como parte de dicho Grupo, ostentando su designacion
como resultado de su nominacioén a la Vicepresidencia del AIGO, la cual implica también ser
parte del Buré de la GPAI. Asimismo, se recomendd al Secretariado fomentar Ia nominacion
de un mayor nimero de candidatas mujeres a fin de fortalecer la paridad de género en los
o6rganos de decision.

Asimismo, durante este dia, se llevd a cabo la presentacion de las actualizaciones de las
actividades del Grupo de Expertos de IA, gobernanza de datos y privacidad, el cual explora
elrol de las leyes de proteccion de la privacidad y datos para construir una IA confiable y del
Grupo de Expertos sobre Computo y Medio Ambiente, incluidos los avances hacia un
estandar GPAI/IEEE u OCDE/IEEE sobre la medicion del impacto medioambiental de la lA.

De igual modo, se presentd el avance en la elaboracion de diversos documentos, entre ellos,
se encuentran los siguientes:

- Borrador de la Guia elaborada conjuntamente con el Grupo de Trabajo de la OCDE
sobre Conducta Empresarial Responsable (WPRBC), la cual se dirige a las empresas

que participan en la cadena de valor de los sistemas de |A.

- Borrador revisado del marco comun de notificacion de incidentes y peligros de A,
documento que presenta un esfuerzo inicial para desarrollar un marco comun de
noftificacion de incidentes y peligros de IA en todas las jurisdicciones y sectores.

- Nuevas funcionalidades previstas para el Monitor de Incidentes de IA (AIM), el
documento representa un esfuerzo para incluir comunicaciones abiertas al Monitor
de Incidentes de IA, basado en el marco comun de noftificacion de incidentes que
se esta desarrollando en paralelo.

Responsable, el Grupo de Expertos de Gobernanza de Datos, el Grupo de Expertos de Futuro
del Trabagjo y los Centros de Apoyo de Expertos, junto con el Secretariado ofrecieron una
actualizacion sobre sus proyectos vigentes y por concluir en 2024. Asimismo, se participd en
una conferencia magistral en donde se realizaron demostraciones de robdtica impulsada por
IA a cargo del centro de investigacion CEA Paris-Saclay, y donde se informd sobre futuros
frabajos en robdtica impulsada por IA.

Adicionalmente, participé en la discusion sobre el Proyecto de informe revisado sobre codigo
abierto de modelos fundacionales avanzados, el cual examina el significado y las
caracteristicas técnicas del «codigo abierto» en el contexto de los modelos fundacionales
avanzados de A, asi como en las discusiones sobre |la propuesta del Plan de trabajo de la
GPAIl para 2025, el cual fue presentado por el Secretariado y los copresidentes de l0s Grupos
de Expertos.

Finalmente, tfambién se tomd nota de la Informacion actualizada de toda la OCDE sobre las
lineas de trabajo previstas o en curso en materia de |IA y sobre los puntos de acciéon de
seguimiento a la reunion, las proximas reuniones y eventos.

de Expertos sobre Futuros de la |A.

El viernes 15 de noviembre, participé en la 10° Sesion de AIGO, en la cual se discutid y se tomo
nota de los resulfados obtenidos en la Reunidn Plenaria de Otono del GPAI, que fuvo lugar los
dias 12 y 13 de noviembre, referidas anteriormente. Finalmente, participé en la Digital Trust

Artificial, fales como la construcciéon de confianza en el entorno digital, discusion de iniciativas
actuales respecto del desarrollo de la Inteligencia Artificial y los principales retos regulatorios
existentes para su correcta vigilancia, sirviendo como un espacio de conocimiento de las
mejores practicas y politicas respecto de la regulacion de tecnologias emergentes.
